Acupuncture Foundation of Canada Institute Mission Statement

The mission of the Acupuncture Foundation of Canada Institute (AFCI) is to ensure the integration and expansion of acupuncture within the health care delivery system through professional and public education, development of standards of practice, advocacy, and research.
Eligibility and Goals

The Joseph Y. S. Wong Scholarship is awarded to an AFCI student with high academic standing.

The award is offered annually in those years when the AFCI Education Committee is satisfied that a student proposal meets the scholarship standard. Preference will be given to individuals who plan to use their training to promote the use of acupuncture within mainstream medicine or as a future instructor at the institute.

The Joseph Y. S. Wong Scholarship was established on June 14, 2003.
Restrictions

The Joseph Y. S. Wong Scholar must complete the awarded courses within two years. Thereafter

the scholarship shall be forfeited.  

Students who have completed their examination in 2009-2010 calendar year are eligible to apply for the scholarship. For example, CAFCI recipients in the year 2009 could apply for the 2010 scholarship.

Scholarship Amount

The Joseph Y. S. Wong Scholarship consists of free tuition to attend the AFCI Level II anatomical courses (2B/3B) awarded to one eligible person. This includes registration fees, videos (VHS/DVDs) and

manual.

Criteria for Student Applications:
The Education Committee welcomes applications from eligible students who meet the following

criteria:

· AFCI membership in good standing,

· successful completion of the AFCI Level One Examination with grades of at least 92% on the written examination,

· successful completion of the practical examination, and completion of a proposal outlining how they will make use of the knowledge gained by attending the 2B/3B courses. 

A selection committee will choose a short list of up to six applicants to interview, based on the above criteria.  The Joseph Y. S. Wong Scholar will be chosen from this list. Interviews by teleconference are at the discretion of the committee.

CRITERIA FOR SELECTION OF J. Y. S. WONG SCHOLARSHIP:
 

1. High academic standing
2. AFCI member in good standing
3. At least 92% grade on level one written examination
4. Successful completion of practical examination
5. Proposal of how 2B/3B courses will be used to promote use of acupuncture within mainstream
    medicine
6. Available for interview by teleconference at discretion of committee
7. Promoter of Acupuncture either as a future AFCI instructor or within mainstream medicine
8. Experience in use of acupuncture as part of health care delivery
9. If all entities are equal, highest achiever will be rewarded
To Apply

Applicants must provide:

· the application form,

· a proposal (500 - 700 words) stating the way in which the applicant will make use of the knowledge gained by attending the courses, and

· confirm they will make themselves available for the committee interview.

Note: all applicants will receive notification of receipt of their application from AFCI.

Deadline for Submission

Applicant must satisfy application requirements and submit award application materials no later

than the end of the business day, on May 7, 2010.
Once the applicant has submitted the completed application and the written proposal, the application is reviewed by the Executive Director to determine eligibility.  If the application is approved, it is forwarded to the Joseph Y. S. Wong Scholarship Selection Committee. The committee will select up to six applicants to interview.
